Prayer - It's All About a Relationship

Our theme at St. Paul for 2012 is Prayer! | hope you are enjoying Pastor Sun Hee’s preach-
ing series on prayer. We will be offering different teaching and opportunities to practice going
deeper in our prayer life personally and together throughout the year.

The future that we build together is all about Jesus! To be led by God and centered in Him
means we need to spend time with and have a relationship with Him through Jesus Christ. Prayer
is the foundation of everything and anything else we do.

| would like to offer you two things to try in your prayer life this month.

Prayer is not just saying things in the right way to God or giving God our list of wants and
needs. Prayer is a time to communicate and be with God (commune). That includes taking time to
hear from God. A one way conversation with a best friend would not be tolerated for long. Our
Lord has things to share with us as well. This may be in silent meditation, scripture, or the nudging
of our hearts. Perhaps you might start your listening by praying as Samuel did in 1 Samuel 3 -
speak Lord, your servant is listening. Who knows what God may be waiting to say to you?

We often talk about God as our Heavenly Father. | remember my daddy carrying me on his
shoulders to bed when | was little. That was a special memory. It happened once a week on the
day he got home before my bedtime. When we were in a new or strange place, | would hold my
parent’s hand or stay close by them. | felt safe and secure until | was ready to explore or do some-
thing else.

Our heavenly Father or parent is waiting and
available to hold onto till we feel safe and secure. He is
ready to let us snuggle up in His lap till our anxious
thoughts calm down, our tears are done and our anger
has eased. Consider taking time each day or each week
to rest in that strong secure place with God. Maybe in the
morning before you head into your day or at night as you
review the day and drift off to sleep. You might like im-
agining what kind of chair or where you are sitting or how
big God is relative to you.

Let this time remind you who you are to God and keep you centered in Jesus. And God is
always near whenever you might need that space of strength.

Make time for your relationship with Jesus and practice praying!
It is good for you and for us his followers!
